| Para la familia de la parroquia de Santa Marta,
El relato evangélico del 5to. domingo de Cuaresma nos presenta una historia de particular interés

para los que pertenecemos a una parroquia llamada Santa Marta, Maria y Lazaro, la historia de
Jesus resucitando a Lazaro de entre los muertos. Todos los implicados en este relato, y especialmente los
amigos intimos y los discipulos, parecen tener una opinion similar sobre la respuesta de Jesus a la situa-
cion. No habia podido acudir en ayuda de su amigo en el momento de su mayor necesidad. Al principio,
Marta y Maria le piden urgentemente a Jesus visite a su amigo Lazaro, que esta muy enfermo, pero Jesus
decide esperar unos dias para hacerlo. Cuando Jesus les dice a sus discipulos que es hora de partir, ellos
objetan porque es demasiado peligroso viajar a Betania. JesuUs les insiste y se oponen una segunda vez,
citando que Lazaro esta dormido. Pero Jesus les indica que su amigo ha muerto y ahora la familia lo necesi-
ta. Cuando Jesus llega a Betania, lo primero que oye de Marta es la evaluacion de que su descuido y demo-
ra provocaron la muerte de Lazaro. "Sefior, si hubieras estado aqui, mi hermano no habria muerto”. En el
lugar donde Lazaro esta enterrado, se unen a su otra amiga intima, Maria. Su mensaje a Jesus es muy simi-
lar al de su hermana. En efecto, ella dice: "Si hubieras hecho lo que te pedimos, jtodo habria salido bien!"
Finalmente, cuando Jesus pide a algunos de los hombres que alejen la piedra de la tumba, oye otra queja
sobre el terrible hedor ahora presente debido a su lenta respuesta a su necesidad.

Al reflexionar sobre este relato de la resurreccidon de Lazaro, descubrimos que esta es otra maravillosa histo-
ria de fe que es magistralmente contada por el evangelista Juan. Dos decisiones criticas tuvieron que ser
tomadas por parte de los involucrados en este relato (y esta sabiduria también se aplica a nosotros). Tuvie-
ron que dejar de intentar de hacer las cosas a su manera y tuvieron que aprender a confiar en el camino de
Dios. En el proceso, la gente gradualmente llegd a aceptar el mensaje de esperanza. Jesus habia oido su
clamor después de todo. No se tardd en responder a su necesidad. El viaje a Betania fue seguro. jLazaro
estaba realmente vivo! Cuando vivimos la vida segun los términos de Dios, llegamos a comprender que real-
mente no hay tragedia que pueda destruirnos. Hay un propdsito para los retrocesos ocasionales en la vida.
Simplemente tenemos que ser pacientes y tratar de discernir lo que Dios nos pide durante esos tiempos de
prueba y sufrimiento. La historia es una descripcién perspicaz de la temporada de Cuaresma y de i
la vida misma. Cuando nos dedicamos a la lucha por dejar ir nuestra necesidad de decirle a Dios, |
coémo y cuando responder a nuestras peticiones, y aprender a rendirnos al poder su gracia, en-
tonces podemos comenzar a notar como Dios nos acompafia en cada paso de nuestro viaje de
fe. En Pascua, escuchamos a Jesus decirnos: "Desatadlos y dejadlos libres".
